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new year is starting; choir members
are returning from holiday; the pews
are filling up and our careful planning will
begin to bear musical fruit. This is only one
of at least three ‘new years’ within the life of

a church musician - we also look forward to
Advent and New Year’s Day.

As the pews fill we may be tempted to
lament the drop in numbers and recall the
larger congregations of the past. All evidence
suggests it is true that church attendance is
dropping but we should focus on the many
that do attend. A recent report by Statscan
entitled Canadians attend weekly religious
services less than 20 years ago states that
22% of Canadians attend weekly. As
organists and church musicians, how can we
put 22% in perspective.

I often think that many who attend
churches where we make music hear our
music only as background - no different
than the music in a shopping mall. We have
some responsibility to make them aware of
the music they hear - its form, its meaning,
its history, and the instrument on which it is
played. This is a great opportunity to bring
our music out of the background and show
our instrument to many people.

One way to understand the impact we may
have is to consider the words of Benjamin
Zander, conductor, teacher, speaker and co-
author of The Art of Possibility. He delivers

Back at it Again:
A Sparkling Opportunity

a popular and highly inspirational message
called The transformative power of classical
music in one of the many TED Talks available
online. It is well worth giving this a listen.
Near the end he comments that only 3% of
people love classical music and rather than
seeing this as a small number he sees it as a
large opportunity - attracting only a few more
people will make a huge difference.

If the numbers are
correct, we have a
great opportunity.

If the numbers are correct we have a great
opportunity. Only a few of those in church
each week are classical music lovers and yet
we have the opportunity to expose the rest
to some great music and, if we dare, teach
them about the music. Zander ends his talk
explaining one way he measures success - by
the sparkle in the eyes of those he encounters.

As we move into the new church year let
us try and put such a sparkle in the eyes of all
who hear the music we make and let us teach
them a little something about what they are
hearing - the organ and its music.

he $5,000 Godfrey Hewitt Memo-
rial Scholarship for 2013 has been

awarded to SARAH SVENDSEN.

Hailing from New Glasgow, Nova
Scotia, Sarah Svendsen holds a B.Mus. in
organ performance from the University of
Toronto. A busy recitalist, some of Sarah’s
most recent engagements have included
the 2012 Copenhagen International Organ
Festival, the 2012 Stratford Summer
Music Festival, and the Calgary Organ
Symposium Young Artist’s Platform.

Currently studying with Dr. Patricia
Wright, the Minister of Music at Toronto’s
Metropolitan United Church, Sarah also
serves as Assistant Organist at Metropoli-

tan United Church, and is on the Executive
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of the Toronto Centre as well as the RCCO
National Strategic Planning Committee.

Sarah is cofounder/performer in
Organized Crime Duo, recently featured
in Toronto’s Organix’13. In August 2013,
she will be a Semi-Finalist in the National
Organ-Playing Competition offered by
the Royal Canadian College of Organ-
ists. In September 2013, she will begin an
M.Mus. degree in Organ Performance at
Yale University.

Godfrey Hewitt, C.D., D.Mus. (Cantu-
ar), FRCO, Hon. ARSCM, died in 2002 at
the age of ninety three. For over seventy
years a prominent figure in sacred music
in Canada, Dr. Hewitt left a very signifi-
cant legacy to Canadian music.

Born in England in 1909, he came to
Canada in 1931 after serving as Organist
for the Archbishop of Canterbury at Lam-
beth Palace, London, in 1930. He became
Organist and Master of the Choristers at
Christ Church Cathedral, Ottawa, in 1931,
and remained there for half a century, until
his retirement in 1980. In 1973, Dr. Hewitt
was awarded the Lambeth Doctorate of
Music by the Archbishop of Canterbury-
and made a Member of the Order of Can-
ada in 1976. He was famed as performer,

teacher, composer, and organ designer.

This scholarship was established after
his death both to honour his memory and
to increase the number of highly-trained
professional Canadian organists, not only
to serve as organists in universities, con-
cert halls, and churches, but also to teach
future generations of performers.

Previous winners of this scholarship
were Craig Humber (2005), Isabelle Dem-
ers (2006), Michael Unger (2007), Ryan
Jackson (2008), Matthieu Latreille (2009),
Shawn Potter (2010), Wendy Nieuwenhuis
(2011), and Stephen Boda (2012).

The next annual competition for the
Godfrey Hewitt Memorial Scholarship
in organ will close on April 30, 2014.

There is also a Godfrey Hewitt Prize
of $5,000, awarded as the Grand Prize
bi-annually at the National Organ-Playing
Competition at the RCCO Convention, to
be awarded next in August 2013.

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Sunday afternoon, June 23, at
n the Anglican Church of St. John
the Evangelist, Gordon Johnston gave a
fascinating workshop on how to use the
“ForScore” App on an iPad to help orga-

nize music, whether for a Sunday morning
service or for a recital.

Gordon showed us how to scan pages
of music and create PDF’s of them, and
then how to load and programme them
into an iPad, which allows musicians to
avoid using actual music and having to
turn actual pages when playing, or having
to rely on a page-turner. Many of us saw
Angela Hewitt using this app already,
when she played the Schumann Piano
Quintet in Ottawa last year: although she
usually plays from memory, she figured
that the string quartet were using music on
that occasion, so why shouldn’t she? And
she will probably use it again at her Art of
Fugue recital in August during Orgelfest.

But from the point of view of church
organists, this app provides a security and

convenience beyond description, once you
feel happy getting it working. The pages
can be turned by touching the iPad screen
with a fingertip (or a nose!) or, if you
possess the right equipment, through a toe-
piston: Gordon has installed toe-pistons to
the right and left of his expression pedals,
about halfway up the pedals so as not to
be confused with the regular toe-pistons,
which enable him to turn pages forwards
or backwards with a toe movement. An-
gela uses a Bluetooth AirTurn which she
operates wirelessly with her left foot under
the piano.

Having this app means you aren’t stuck
with having opened the wrong hymnbook

Gordon showed us how to prepare
music for entry into ForScore (making
PDFs from printed music), and how to
import music into ForScore via iTunes or
Dropbox. He also showed us how to cre-
ate “setlists” as one might do to organize
the music for a church service. This has
inspired even such a techno-dinosaur as
myself to think about getting the necessary
equipment - as soon as Orgelfest is over!

All those members who were there
thoroughly enjoyed the workshop and
Gordon’s demonstration of how it all
works on his own digital organ. Thank
you, Gordon, for leading us into the future
in such a reassuring way!
