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espite air conditioning, climate change
and the 24/7 demands of our modern
world, the cooling air and shortened days
of September still bring a sense of renewed
excitement as another season of activity begins.

As members of the Centre, we are united by
our enthusiasm for the organ and organ music
of all kinds. With that in mind, your Executive
has put together a season’ s program of varied
activities. Whether your goal for this year
is to improve your own skills, deepen your
appreciation of the music you hear, share your
enthusiasm with the wider musical community,
or simply enjoy good company, you are sure to
find something worthwhile.

You’ll find a summary of the season in this
issue, on the website and in the recent message
or mailing to all members, but I would like to
highlight three events that are aimed in part at
sharing our enthusiasm with others.

The annual Organist-Clergy dinner is
early this year, on September 19". Open to
everyone, this mingling of two inter-dependent
communities seems to start wide-ranging
table talk on the most unusual topics.

Thanks to Blake Hargreaves, our programme
convenor, for coordinating the season, as well
as to the organizers of individual events. Also
a special thank-you to Matthew Morel, who
stepped down as as co-convenor at the AGM in
June.

SHANE MURPHY

An aspiring concert organist from
the Niagara Region of Ontario, Canada,
Shane began studying the organ with
Dr. Christiaan Teeuwsen at Redeemer
University College in Ancaster, Ontario.
While there, Shane also attended pipe
organ camps in Canada and the USA,
studying with Christopher Houlihan, Chris
Creaghan, Alan Morrison, Peter Richard
Conte, and Jonathan Bezdegian.

In 2012, Shane was awarded the
Oakes’ Family Organ Scholarship, the
Niagara Chorus’ Music Scholarship, and a
two-week study-scholarship to the Curtis
Institute of Music in Philadelphia, PA,
where he performed in the ‘Young Artist’s
Recital’ series on the famous Wanamaker
organ. In 2011 he spent three months in
Germany where he studied early organ
music with Egbert Schoenmaker.

In 2015, Shane completed his
B.Mus. in organ performance at McGill
University, studying with John Grew
and Hans-Ola Ericsson. In 2016, Shane
will begin an M.Mus. degree in organ
performance with Stefan Engels at
Southern Methodist University in Dallas,
Texas. His hope is both to become a
concert organist and to teach organ at the
university level.

Godfrey Hewitt, C.D., D.Mus.
(Cantuar), FRCO, Hon. ARSCM, died in
2002 at the age of ninetythree. For over
seventy years a prominent figure in sacred
music in Canada, Dr. Hewitt left a very
significant legacy to Canadian music. Born
in England in 1909, he came to Canada
in 1931 after serving as Organist for the
Archbishop of Canterbury at Lambeth
Palace, London, in 1930. He became
Organist and Master of the Choristers at
Christ Church Cathedral, Ottawa, in 1931,
and remained there for half a century, until
his retirement in 1980.

In 1973, Dr. Hewitt was awarded
the Lambeth Doctorate of Music by the

FrRANCES MACDONNELL

Archbishop of Canterbury; he was made a
Member of the Order of Canada in 1976.
He was famed as performer, teacher,
composer, and organ designer. This
scholarship was established after his death
both to honour his memory and to increase
the number of highly-trained professional
Canadian organists, not only to serve as
organists in universities, concert halls,

and churches, but also to teach future
generations of performers and church
musicians.

Previous winners of this scholarship
were Craig Humber (2005), Isabelle
Demers (2006), Michael Unger (2007),
Ryan Jackson (2008), Matthieu Latreille
(2009), Shawn Potter (2010), Wendy
Nieuwenhuis (2011), Stephen Boda
(2012), Sarah Svendsen (2013), Julie
Pinsonneault (2014), and Rachel Mahon
(2015).

The next annual competition for the
Godfrey Hewitt Memorial Scholarship in
organ will close on April 30, 2017. Details
may be found on the web site of the Royal
Canadian College of Organists, Ottawa

There is also a Godfrey Hewitt Prize
of $5,000, awarded as the Grand Prize
bi-annually at the National Organ-Playing
Competition at the RCCO National
Convention; the next Prize will be
awarded in July 2017.

Rachel Laurin is a prolific
Canadian COMmposer who
specialises in organ and choral
music. Her style is described as
‘primarily symphonic, rooted in
traditional forms and structures,
using a tonal-modal language
coloured by chromaticism’, which
means, among other things,
that it is free from the harsh and
dissonant sounds heard all too
often in modern organ music. She
is herself a well-known recitalist,
having been Titular Organist at

Notre Dame Cathedral, Ottawa,
and published several recordings,

both solos and in combination
with other instruments. Her
compositions reflect this
comprehensive understanding

of the organ and its capabilities.
Having said all that, I think thisisa
disc to be savoured in instalments:
apart from J.S. Bach, I can think of
very few composers whose organ
music | would wish to listen to for
73 minutes non-stop.

The first piece, Acclamations,
is a march for a major ceremony
and is constructed on a symphonic
scale. The Petite Suite has three
contrasting movements, the last
a vigorous toccata. The CQuatre
Pilgrimages has four movements

based on Georgian themes, each
representing one of the four
regions of Lorraine. The Poéme
Symphonique is inspired by the
text of the hymn for Vespers on the
First Sunday in Advent, Creator
Alme Siderum and is a set of
variations on the principal theme.
Beelzebub’s Laugh is a scherzo;
Beelzebub is not only another name
for the Devil but also the name of
a giant fly and this piece combines
the laugh with the interruptions
of the fly. The Fantasy and Fugue
is based on Psalm 47: ‘Nations,
clap vour hands; shout with joy...."
None of this, of course, describes
the music: for that, you must listen
for yourself. Brenda Portman is an
enthusiastic advocate of Laurin's
music. She is titulaire of this fine
instrument: all her performances
reveal the quality of the music, the
skilful writing and the myriad tone
qualities available from this organ.
I have enjoved getting to know this
music through repeated listening
and [ commend it to yvou. To quote
Dr Portman, ‘I am convinced that
we are only beginning to see the
enormous legacy Rachel Laurin is
creating through her compostional
art.'
